Bar	9	and	10	in	the	B	part	take	a	bit	of	doing,	Practice,	practice,	practice.		Slowly	then	gradually	speed	up.		
Keep	going	round	and	round	until	your	drive	everyone	mad,	hopefully	you	will	get	it	before	murder	ensues.
